- Hope House is an organziation which helps teen moms
become self-sufficient. Last year over 4,000 babies were born to
teen moms in the Metro area — or 12 babies each day!
Obviously Hope House can’t help them all, but for those who
are committed to building a stable life for their children, Hope
House is the resource that will put them on the path to stability.

People ask what it's like to be involved with Hope House.

The answer is simple..."It's transformational” certainly for the
teen moms, but also for everyone who becomes a part of the
Hope House community. Our champions often share stories of
being personally impacted as they partner with Hope House
through giving financially or volunteering.

And then there is the question of direction. Where are we
headed? In 2003 Hope House opened a Residential Program
serving 10 teenage mothers. We now work with over 100 teen
moms and 130 children a year through Residential, Mentoring
and GED Programs. Within the next 3 years we will open a
Resource Center where we can offer supportive services such
as parenting, life skill classes, counseling and on-site daycare.
Not all of our teen moms need a place to live, but they all need
a place to belong!
